From January to May, Pika had 4 surgeries to 

correct serious problems, costing YKPA $12,000 

USD. The 1st and 2nd surgeries were paid through 

donations by Randy, Elisabetha and her group of 

friends. The 3rd and 4th were emergency surgeries 

ending with a shunt placed in her skull. YKPA paid 

the rest of the costs from savings to purchase the 

orphanage. We appreciate Pastor Andrew and a 

church group in Australia who contributed $3,475.33. 

We still need to raise $134,529.14.   

Pika will require ongoing medical care and the costs 

for such.
